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Drain Literature

The following information is to guide you through the freeze protection procedure. By properly draining down your system, you can prevent water damage to your backflow. The remaining system should be self draining; you may call the office to verify. We have a representative to guide you through any questions you may have.

Drain Procedure:

1. Close the main shut off valve in the basement

2. Turn the ball valves (handles to the side and below the backflow preventor in the picture) to 45°

3. Turn the test cock screws  shown in picture as [image: image2.emf] to a 45° with a straight screwdriver 

4. Open the outlet drain valve, located outside, all the way

5. Open the upstream (inlet) drain valve, after you place a bucket underneath to catch the draining water in the basement 

   Note: Open and close ball valves slowly at all times to prevent damage to the system.
